A By-Law to set out current stormwater rates and to repeal by-law 199-2020.

25, authorizes a

municipality to pass by-laws respecting matters concerning public utilities, which includes

systems to provide for services relating to stormwater;

AND WHEREAS section 391(1) of the Municipal Act, 2001, S.O 2001, c.25, authorizes a

municipality to impose fees or charges on persons for services or activities provided or done

by or on behalf of it;

NOW THEREFORE the Council of The Corporation of the City of Vaughan ENACTS AS

FOLLOWS:

2. THAT the services and charges set out in Schedule “A” attached hereto shall be
effective on January 1st, 2022.

3. THAT By-law 199-2020 is hereby repealed.
